2  SEPARATE  SEXUAL  ASSAULT  INVESTIGATIONS  RESULT  IN THE  ARREST  OF  2  MALES 
On October 18th Marina Police Officers investigated two separate and unrelated sexual assault cases, which resulted in the arrest of a male suspect responsible for each of the crimes. 
At 1830 hours, Officers were called to investigate a Forcible Rape that occurred in the 3100 Block of Seacrest Avenue, earlier in the day.  Investigating Officers determined the suspect was in Salinas, and Salinas PD assisted in taking the male into custody. Bryan Milanes, 19, of Marina, was later booked into the Monterey County Jail on charges of Forcible Rape, False Imprisonment and Probation Violation.
At 2045 hours, Officers were called to investigate a separate and unrelated Forcible Rape that occurred in the 300 Block of Carmel Avenue, the week prior.  The Investigating Officer determined a 13 year-old female had been raped by a 13 year-old male acquaintance. The juvenile male was later located, arrested and booked into the Monterey County Juvenile Hall on the charge of Forcible Rape.
