RESIDENTIAL BURGLARY INTERRUPTED - 2 MALES ARRESTED AND STOLEN PROPERTY RECOVERED.
On October 19th, at 0352 hours (3:52 AM), Marina Police Officers were called to the 3000 Block of Jean Street on a report of a male attempting to break into a home. Upon arrival, officers contacted 2 males in the area. The males were detained and the initial investigation by the responding officers revealed that a residential burglary had, in fact, occurred. Further investigation tied the two males to the burglary and also led to the recovery of the property stolen during the burglary.
Andrew Lualemana, a 20 year old male from Marina, and Jovahn Lualemana, a 20 year old male from Seaside, were arrested and booked into the Monterey County Jail on charges of Burglary, Conspiracy, Possession of Stolen Property and Possession of Burglar Tools.
